Data for Analyzing 5% Voltage Reduction Implementation on 08/09/2001

A heat-wave with record breaking hot and humid weather conditions across New England and the rest of the Northeast occurred the week of August 5th and continued through Friday, August 10th.  Consequently, on Thursday, August 9th severe capacity deficiencies required the implementation of Actions 1 through –15 of NEPOOL Operating Procedure No. 4 ‘Action During A Capacity Deficiency’ (OP 4)  with the exception of the state of Maine.

At  1535 on August 9, 2001, the ISO-NE called for Action #13 of OP 4, Implementation of 5% VR Requiring 10 Minutes or Less.  NEPOOL Operating Procedure No.13 ‘Standards for Voltage Reduction and Load Shedding Capability’, OP 13, requires that “each Participant with control over transmission/distribution facilities must have the capability to reduce system load demand at the time a voltage reduction is initiated by at least one and one-half (1.5) percent through implementation of a voltage reduction.”  However, a preliminary analysis of the system operations on this day indicates that New England fell far short of this requirement.  Approximately 135 MW of load relief was realized, or 0.6 percent of the New England load, excluding the Maine load (Maine load was not required to participate due to locked in power).  An adjustment for frequency deviation and load trend was also factored into the relief attained during the voltage reduction.  The performance during this voltage reduction indicates a lack of participation or lack of timely implementation.

Due to these results, ISO-NE is requesting actual load data at the time of Action 13 implementation so that we may further analyze actual load relief that can be expected during peak load times.  Attached to this transmittal you will find the Voltage Reduction Form Questionnaire 08-09-2001 and VRT_Participants Questionnaire in MS Word format.  Both of these forms must be completed and returned to Crystal Jackson on or before September 19, 2001.
